“Boundaries are the limits or borders we place on relationships that allow us to balance
closeness and freedom. Boundaries can exist to safeguard as well as to delineate what

is acceptable and unacceptable behavior. When you are ministering to another person,
not only do you need to respect their boundaries, you must also set boundaries for your
relationship with them. Remember, as a pastor or lay minister, you are considered to be a
pe%sonhwifh authority and responsibility, which means you need to consider your interactions
with others.”
